Approximate Trail Length:  0.46 miles 

Approximate Elevation Gain:  30 Feet 

Trail:  Stone dust pathway, 6 feet wide, most 
grades below 12% 

Directions: From the intersection of Route 10 and 
Route 63 (Millers Falls Road), head south on Route 
63 for 1.5 miles. Look for the property sign on the 
left. Park along the side of the road near the 
property sign. Handicap parking available by the 
kiosk.  

About the Property:  This 5-acre wildlife 
sanctuary was donated to Mount Grace by the 
Ames family in 2016. The Gunnery Sergeant 
Jeffrey S. Ames Wheelchair-Accessible Nature Trail 
is designed to allow those of all ages and abilities to 
explore a grove of white pine trees and a hidden 
beaver pond. Take a peaceful stroll and learn about 
the natural environment, the history of the land, 
and peoples’ relationship to the land over time.
